Other work and projects that fit in the Districtôs Annual Workplan are done beyond that requirement to 

improve natural resources and water quality locally and provide educational programs to youth and 

adults on a variety of conservation topics.    

 

2016 was a year of growth and continued diversification for the District. 
 

District Manager Sandy Thompson supervises five employees and administers grant funds, coordinates 

District Board activities, and oversees planning & implementation of District programs and operations. 

In addition, Sandy actively serves on various strategic committees and advisory workgroups.  
 

In May, Justin Lund was hired to fill the Recycling Director position. Justin, a recent graduate of      

Slippery Rock University, started implementation of a new state grant for a renovated recycling center in 

Smethport. He coordinated collections, worked with PA CleanWays and municipalities, and educated 

students and the public about the  importance of recycling.  
 

Jody Groshek took on added responsibilities for outreach & education coordination and implementation 

in addition to her role as Communications Director. This change helps other staff members with          

education program planning and logistics. 
 

Streambank stabilization projects again kept Watershed Conservationist Heather McKean busy    

throughout the construction season. Thirteen projects were completed, five of which were constructed by 

the Boondocs program. Another large project was completed and funded by PA DEP. Heather    contin-
